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General Overview:
- Installer is responsible for any mounting hardware and electrical

hardware

Equipment/Materials Required:
- Man Lift, if elevated
- Crane/Hoist, depending on cabinet size/weight
- Electrical hardware
- Appropriate drill bits for surface where mounting
- Painters Tape

Pre-Inspection:
- Check for any existing wiring, utilities, or other obstructions that

could be encountered during mounting
- Inspect the mounting area to make sure that the cabinet can be

safely mounted. Additional support may be needed.

Safety Overview:
-If required, properly barricade the work area
-Follow all required safety precautions, including PPE
-Disable any applicable power before beginning work
-When lifting use proper rigging techniques such as use of spreader bars, etc. and only by a qualified person
-Before, during, and after any work occurs, make sure that the structural integrity

of the area being worked on is not compromised
-If you notice any damage of concern inside or outside the specified scope of work,

stop work and notify your Supervisor and call your contact at Blair Companies immediately!
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1) Tape supplied mounting pattern to wall in approved location
2) Drill electrical service hole(s) and mounting holes (if applicable)
3) Install wire protection into electrical service hole(s)

1) Connect the sign wiring to the Power Supply housing or to AC
power at the junction box, as specified by sign type

1) Remove face from cabinet
2) Using specified hardware, mount sign at the approved location
3) Rout electrical wiring through cabinet and mounting wall

1) Reattach face
2) Power on the sign to confirm proper operation
3) Wipe down face/cabinet without leaving scratches
4) Take completion photos
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
