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General Overview:
- Replacement Flexfaces will be supplied with a retrofit retainer if the

existing cabinet does not have a suitable retainer system
- These instructions will cover using an existing retainer, installing a

retrofit retainer, and fabricating radius corners
- When installing clips, do not insert clip all at once. Start with 1 click

until all clips are place and you are sure face does not require
adjustment.

- If sagging occurs in corners, a heat gun may be used to stretch
face

Equipment/Materials Required:
- Manlift/bucket truck
- Sliding Miter Saw, circular saw, or other power hand held saw
- Clip tension bar
- Heat gun (optional)

Pre-Inspection:
- Inspect cabinet for any rust or structural damage
- Make sure tension bars do not interfere with lighting

Safety Overview:
- If required, properly barricade the work area
- Follow all required safety precautions, including PPE
- Disable any applicable power before beginning work
- When lifting use proper rigging techniques such as use of spreader bars, etc. and only by a qualified person
- Before, during, and after any work occurs, make sure that the structural integrity

of the area being worked on is not compromised
- If you notice any damage of concern inside or outside the specified scope of work,

stop work and notify your Supervisor and call your contact at Blair Companies immediately!
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1) If replacing an existing flexface, be sure to keep retainer, cover and
any tensioning hardware

2) Verify lighting does not interfere with tension bars

1) Once clips are installed and face is tensioned, trim excess material.
2) Reinstall all retainers and covers

a) Profiles subject to change based on existing cabinet

1) Center flexface on cabinet, or as dictated by copy
2) Clamp in 4 corners to hold face in place
3) Starting top center and work from middle out, placing clips every 8”
a) See next page for clip installation order
b) Be sure copy does not distort when tensioning frame

1) If retrofitting a cabinet for flexface, install flex retainers as shown on
existing cabinet

2) Install TEK screws every 12” on cabinet
3) Install tension bar brackets on backside of retainer. Cut bars to

length.
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1) If retrofitting a radius corner cabinet, measure radius of cabinet
2) Radius x 2 x 3.14 / 4 will give you radius length
3) Add 8” to radius length
4) EXAMPLE: 8” cabinet radius

1) Corner should appear as shown
2) Cut retainer clips in half for a better fit

1) 16.5” inches is kerfing needed to create corner
2) Add 16” to each side of kerfing. 48.5” of extrusion needed for 8”

radius example.
3) Make cuts every 1/2” of center 16.5”

a) Do not cut into mounting flange!
